SHIV MAHIMA

Shiva is the consciousness from
where everything begins, where
everything is nourished and in
which everything merges. We are
never outside 'Shiva' because the
entire creation exists in Shiva. Our
mind, body, everything is made up
of Shiva element only, that is why
Shiva is called 'Vishwaroop' which
means that the entire creation is
his form.

Shiva is eternal:- There is a very beautiful story about Shiva. Once

Brahma (creator of the universe) and Vishnu (sustainer of the world)
were searching for the answer to the question 'Who is Shiva?' They
wanted to know Shiva completely. So Brahma said to Vishnu -."l will
search for his head, you search for his feet." For thousands of years,
Vishnu reached deep down in search of Shiva's feet and Brahma
reached very high in search of Shiva's head, but both were
unsuccessful.

Here it means that Shiva has no beginning and no end. Finally both of
them met in the middle and came to the conclusion that they could not
find Shiva. It is from here that Shivalinga came into existence.
Shivalinga is a symbolic expression of infinite Shiva.

Shiva is the limit of the entire world. Creation is a confluence of
opposite values. It has both positive and negative qualities. If there is
fire in the universe, there is water also, if there is evil there is good
also. Shiva exists in all opposite values. That is why Shiva is called
Rudra (fierce) and at the same time he is also called Bholenath. While
he is called Sundaresh, he is also called Aghor. In one prayer, Shiva has
been called Gauram and in the same line he is also called Karunavatara.




Shiva is Samadhi Shiva, is beyond the waking, sleep and dream states
of consciousness. Shiva is Samadhi - the fourth state of consciousness,
which can be achieved only in meditation. In Samadhi the mind
remains completely equanimous. It is calm and completely aware at
the same time.

He is God, He is omnipotent, He is omnipresent. There is no place
where Shiva is not present. He is that sky; that consciousness, where
all knowledge exists. They are unborn and without qualities. This is
the state of Samadhi where there is nothing, only the empty space of
inner consciousness. He is Shiva!

Lord Shiva is present everywhere. There is no difference between our
soul and Shiva. That is why this hymn is also sung, “Shivoham
Shivoham...” | am the form of Shiva. Shiva is a symbol of truth, beauty
and infinity. The essence of our soul is Shiva. The symbol of our
existence is Shiva. Otherwise, when we worship Lord Shiva, we are
honoring the divine qualities present within us.

Shiva Tattva:- Mahashivratri is the day to celebrate Shiva Tattva. On
this day all the seekers and devotees celebrate together. Shiva Tatva
means the principle or truth that represents our soul. This is the
ultimate truth that we are searching for.

Why is Mahashivratri celebrated? :-

The fourteenth day of every lunar month or the day before Amavasya is
known as Shivratri. Of all the Shivratris that occur in a calendar year,
Mahashivratri is considered the most important. On this night, the
northern hemisphere of the planet is positioned in such a way that the
energy within humans naturally moves upward. It is a day when
nature helps man to reach his spiritual peak. To utilize this time,
traditionslly, we have a celebration, which lasts the whole night. In this
all-night celebration, special care is taken to ensure that the natural
flow of energies gets full opportunity to flow - you remain constantly
awake, keeping your spine straight.
